TAKE YOUR TIME
     Blasé Pascal once said: “If I had more time I would write a shorter letter.”  He was correct in this statement. In a recent study of people who claim to be able to “Multi-task”, it was learned what some of us have always suspected, “Trying to do too many things at the same time means that none of them are fully and accurately completed.” Have you ever listened to someone trying to convey all of their thoughts at the same time? It wants to make a person scream, “What are you talking about and where are you? You were just talking about work, now it’s the family, now its...”

     A friend of mine sent me a little article about a social experiment conducted in Washington D.C. three years ago. A man was sent to play his violin in the D.C. Metro station for one hour. He put his cap down to receive contributions but he was mostly interested in discovering how many people might stop to listen in one hour.

    In one hour approximately two thousand people walked by. One man paused for a few seconds and then hurried off; a woman tossed a few dollars into the hat but never stopped to listen. A young man really tried to stop and listen but had to hurry and catch his train. A three-year-old boy wanted to listen but his mother pulled his arm and dragged him along.

     All in all, six people listened for various lengths of time; twenty people contributed a total of thirty-two dollars. No one noticed that the person playing was Joshua Bell playing a violin worth 3.2 million dollars. None of them realized that two days earlier he had played to a sellout audience in Boston where seats sold for an average of $100.

     It is the pauses in our speeches and in our music that are essential. Pauses are just as essential as the words used to convey the thought. In writing, the white places on the paper are as important as the colored images (most often black). It is never the sound; it is never the number of words that give meaning. It is everything around the notes and the words.

     In the spiritual life, God does not speak in the wind, so strong that it splits mountains, nor after the wind in the earthquake, nor after the earthquake in the fire, nor in the fire that follows. God does speak in the still small voice at the door of the cave as we huddle in our mantle.

   This is what it means to write a short letter rather than a long confusing one. This is what it is to take your time and listen to the voice of the violin in the D.C. Metro.

From the Editor....

Blaisè Pascal (1623-1662) was a French mathematician, physicist, and religious philosopher. He was a child prodigy who was educated by his father, a civil servant. Pascal’s earliest work was in the natural and applied sciences where he made important contributions to the construction of mechanical calculators, the study of fluids, and clarified the concepts of pressure and vacuum. In 1646, he and his sister Jacqueline identified with the religious movement within Catholicism known by its detractors as “Jansenism” (emphasis on original sin, human depravity, the necessity of divine grace and predestination). Following a mystical experience in late 1654, he had his “second conversion”, abandoned his scientific work, and devoted himself to philosophy and theology. His two most famous works date from this period: the Leitres provinciales and the Pensées. Pascal had poor health throughout his life and his death came just two months after his 39th birthday.

     You’ve heard the phrase “live for the moment”. It’s easier said than done in a world where things move too rapidly for many of us to even notice what we’re missing. Each life, it seems, can be summed up as a series of events, most of them everyday occurrences sandwiched between those extraordinary ones. And each event is subdivided into the moments that make up our lives. Some moments are stressful, some joyous, some defining, while most could simply be referred to as just ordinary. Then there are those moments that are special. The ones we dearly try to hold on to. These are the moments that opened our senses to so much more than we can ever find in our everyday lives. Indescribable feelings of joy and love that we wish would last forever. The ones we sometimes try with all our heart to recapture, but fail miserably. It always amazes me no matter how hard we try to freeze time and lock those special moments in our mind and heart we just can’t seem to do it. We take snapshots and for a short time we seem to be able to hold on to them, but as time goes on the feelings fade like an old picture.

     For me, these moments in many cases are spiritual gifts from God. They make up the photo album I would like to replay over and over again especially when I am no longer able to participate. I have been blessed with a lifetime of these precious gifts and they keep coming.

     This past summer was marked by three such events. The first was a golf outing to the Wisconsin Dells area with ten other golfers. I had been on a couple of outings with many of these guys before. This time we all stayed together in a large house owned by the organizer whose wife is a Lutheran minister. The camaraderie and fellowship was great and some lasting friendships were made.

     The next two events were more on the adventurous side. On August 1st I took part in the 150 mile MS bike ride with Fr. Jim. In my mind I will never forget the anticipation of the ride and the exhilaration of riding with over 1900 other bikers, many of whom are battling MS themselves. The greatest joy, however, was spending some quality time with Fr. Jim. Besides being an amazing biker, he’s an amazing person! And aside from having a blow out, crashing into a guard rail, and riding into the rain and wind most of the first day, it was a great ride. The event took place on August 1st and 2nd and the very next day Kathy and I were on a plane bound for Glacier National Park, which lies in northwestern Montana. There we rendezvoused with Fr. David and Sabine. This was a trip that had a very high probability of never happening. Sabine had a stem cell transplant a few months prior to the trip that required a difficult and extensive recovery period. To make this trip possible, Fr. David and Sabine had to ship 27 large boxes of dialysis fluid and supplies to their cabin. It all happened and we spent a wonderful week together exploring and hiking through the park. Sabine did as well if not better than the rest of us. The glorious moments spent together are too numerous to recall but most evenings included Sabine’s 4 hours of dialysis administered by Fr. David followed by small celebration with a glass of wine or a beer along with some cheese and crackers in our cabin. Kathy planned this trip and at many crossroads it seemed like it wouldn’t happen. That’s what made is all the better! One special moment I experienced was when Fr. David and I climbed (1700 ft.) to the summit of Swift Current Mountain. The winds were gusting to 60 mph or more, and I had my doubts whether we could do it. Fr. David had no doubts, but that’s another story.

What makes all these events meaningful lies not so much in the events themselves, but in the joy of sharing them with the people you love. I believe we all have had these kinds of moments that fill our lives, and I also believe the more you savor them, the more you will be able to recall. them Not just recall the moments, but actually connect with the emotions they invoke. Our lives are finite, but wouldn’t it be neat if we could pack all of the wonderful moments we’ve lived and take them with us on our next great adventure.

St. Peter’s Cookbook Addition

TOO MANY TOMATOES & ZUCCHINI CASSEROLE!

1 1/2 cups grated Cheddar cheese

2 medium zucchinis, thinly sliced

1/3 cup grated Parmesan cheese


5-6 plum tomatoes, thinly sliced

1/2 tsp. dried oregano



1/4 cup butter or margarine

1/2 tsp. dried basil



4 T. finely chopped onion

2 cloves garlic, minced



3/4 cup bread crumbs

salt & pepper to taste

Preheat oven to 375°.  In a bowl combine the cheeses, oregano, basil, and garlic. Season with salt and pepper and set aside. Lightly grease an 8 x 8-inch pan. Arrange half of the zucchini slices in the pan. Sprinkle 1/4 of the cheese/herb mixture on top. Arrange half of the tomatoes on top and sprinkle another 1/4 of the cheese/herb mixture. Repeat once. Melt the butter/margarine in a pan over medium heat. Stir in the onions and cook until soft. Stir in breadcrumbs and cook until they’ve absorbed the butter. Sprinkle on top of the casserole. Cover loosely with foil and bake for 25 minutes. Uncover and bake until top is crusty and vegetables are tender, about 20 minutes.

What We Sing - #562 “Onward, Christian Soldiers”

The largely misplaced sensibilities about the supposed militaristic message in “Onward, Christian soldiers” has led to its limited use in recent years. It is missing altogether from the current edition of Hymns for Church and School, formerly known as Public School Hymn Book.  “Onward, Christian Soldiers” is not a glorification of war; it is a stirring call to Christians to follow the Cross of Christ, and a powerful plea for Christian unity. It was written for children taking part in an outdoor procession. It may not be a great hymn, but it has a tremendous capacity to stir, excite and unite those who are singing it — and that surely can be no bad thing.  It was written by Rev’d Sabine Baring-Gould (1834-1924) in 1864 while he was a curate at Horbury Bridge, near Wakefield in Yorkshire. He was the son of an Indian calvary officer. He was not sent to school but succeeded in obtaining a place at Clare College, Cambridge. He was ordained into the Church of England and married a Yorkshire mill-girl half his age who bore him five sons and nine daughters. It was the custom on Whit Monday for children from the village Sunday School to walk in procession to a neighboring village with their banners held high. Barin-Gould felt the need of a stirring marching song to set the children on their way. In 1872 his uncle, who was rector of Lew Trenchard in Devon, died and he presented himself. He spent the rest of his life as parson and squire of the village.
